opposite the large rooms (reserved for leaders).

*No alcohol, drugs or other illegal substances are permitted on the campus of 

Hosanna Industries. 

*Smokers may smoke outdoors only and deposit "butts" properly. No tobacco use of 

any kind will be permitted inside the building.

newly created space for volunteers and guests.   Treat it with respect.  

*Please leave building as you found it, including proper cleaning prior to checking out.  

Please take dirty shoes off on the second floor and carry them to the third floor 

(Plastic boot trays available). 

 

*Hosanna Industries does not provide food service.  For large volunteer groups, the 

mission has large igloo water coolers and food coolers available. 

*Please keep outdoor noise levels at a level that respects everyone.
